Purpose of the Program

The Town of Framingham has established a Sign
& Fagade Improvement Program. The
program offers technical and financial assistance
to eligible small businesses to make exterior
improvements to their business storefronts, as
well as assist in making all small businesses
fully accessible. By using federal Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds and
partnering with our business community, the
Town seeks to support Framingham’s
businesses and enhance the physical appearance
and vitality of our Central Business
District.

What Improvements can be funded?
Examples of exterior improvements that are
eligible under this program

include:

e Accessibility improvements, such as
ramps

e Exterior Signs

e Awnings

e Lighting Energy Conservation for

windows and doors

e Painting

e Correction of Code Violations

Program funds may not be used for im-
provements to the interior of the business

or to sidewalks or public walkways.

Eligibility Requirements

Who is Eligible:

Property owners operating commercial businesses, service
establishments or offices in the Downtown eligible area and
merchants with storeowners
(with proof of owner’s approval)

Where is the Eligible Area?
Blighted properties in the designated area shown on
th map below, plus those fronting on Waverly Street
from the Natick Line to Winter Street are potentially
eligible.
